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positions. Therefore, data can be recorded and reviewed 
afterwards. As inspection data can be retained after the 
inspection, thus the transparency of the inspection can be 
ensured. This will lead to a reduction in the workload of the 
on-site technician for inspection. However, automated UT is 
more expensive than manual UT because it requires the use 
of automatic devices and robots, so its applications have been 
limited.
